     Singles skaters qualify by finishing 
in the top four in a sanctioned, com-
peted theatrical skating event during 

the qualifying period of August 13, 
2009, to July 10, 2010.

It’s apparent well beyond the 
walls of the Ice Den that the 

choreographic talents of Ice Den 
Coach Nancy Pluta are recog-
nized. Once again, Nancy has 
been hired as a choreographer 
with the internationally touring 
Holiday On Ice Show.
     Nancy will serve as an associ-
ate choreographer 
for the new 2010 
Holiday On Ice 
Show production 
called “Festival.” 
     Currently, 
Holiday On Ice 
rosters 250 skaters 
appearing in five 
shows simultane-
ously touring
3 Continents, visit-
ing 110 cities in 
20 countries and 
giving 1,100 per-
formances. These 
productions are seen 
by approximately 3,500,000 visi-
tors per year. With a very rich his-
tory since 1943, Holiday On Ice 
has performed in 620 Cities in 80 
countries, and been seen by more 
than an amazing 320,000,000 
people.
     Nancy will spend two months 
rehearsing the production in 
Utrecht, Netherlands, (20 minutes 

outside of Amsterdam,) and then 
move to their opening city Ham-
burg, Germany. The world pre-
mier will be November 11, 2010.
     “The last two months I have 
been researching ideas of dif-
ferent genres of movements for 
all the numbers I will be choreo-
graphing, including sections of 

numbers, forma-
tions I would like 
to use. I will also 
be going over 
script ideas and 
changes with the 
director, counting 
out music charts 
for the all num-
bers, conference 
calls over scripts, 
getting visuals of 
all numbers with 
the director and 
grasping what the 
directors vision 

is. Also included is 
a visual of costumes, and getting 
insight into the re-writes of mu-
sic from the musical director that 
we will be using for the two hour 
show.
     “This is my second time work-
ing for Holiday On Ice as a cho-
reographer and thrilled to be 
working on such a big ice show 
production,” adds Pluta.
